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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU)

DISASTER PREPAREDNESS AND
DISASTER COUNTERMEASURES (DP/DC) OPERATIONS

This is a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the 374 AW and Fussa City. When
referred to collectively, the 374 AW and Fussa City are referred to as the “Parties”.

1. PURPOSE: The Parties recognize that timely and appropriate coordination and accurate and
effective mutual support will be essential for success during consequence management actions
following a large disaster; therefore, the Parties have agreed to sign this MOU with the aim of
strengthehing and improving our DP/DC mutual support posture. /

2. UNDERSTANDINGS OF THE PARTIES:

2.1. The Parties shall implement DP/DC mutual help in accordance with the MOU, and the
area shall be within the boundaries of Fussa City and Yokota Air Base in principle.

2.2. DEFINITIONS:

“Disaster” means a calamitous situation or event that occurs naturally (such as
earthquakes, storms, droughts, volcanic eruptions, wild-fires) or through human activities (such
as industrial explosions or fires, civil strife, infectious disease), which threatens or inflicts human
suffering on a scale that may warrant mutual emergency relief assistance.

“Disaster preparedness” means officially approved preparation activities for a disaster
- when it is imminent



“Disaster countermeasures” include officially approved disaster rescue activities for
victims of a disaster, and do not include permanent contributions for economic or infrastructure
reconstruction.

Examples of some disaster countermeasures are:

1) Firefighting

2) Search and rescue

3) Medical first-aid/life-saving treatment

4) Removal of rubble and obstacles

5) Provision of food, water, and other materials

6) Transport of personnel and materials

7) Receipt of relief goods and support groups

8) Setup of shelters and temporary housing

9) Safety confirmation of 374 AW personnel and families living inthe Fussa City
community

10) Safety confirmation of Japanese citizens and others working on Yokota AB

2.3. PLANNING/RESPONSE GUIDELINES:

2.3.1. Actions based on this MOU shall be pursued in accordance with the laws and
regulations of the each party’s own country.

2.3.2. The Parties agree to meet at least annually to discuss DP/DC and to maintain the
close liaisons and communication necessary to support any potential DP/DC efforts.

2.3.3. In the wake of a large disaster, the 374 AW’s first priority will be to ensure United
States forces are reconstituted and able to accomplish their assigned missions; however, the 374
AW will attempt to aggressively pursue cooperative DC actions if granted the authority to do so
by the United States Department of Defense, to include the seeking of guidance from higher
headquarters concerning continued length, type, and scope of DC operations. '

2.3.4. The financial costs in connection with DP/DC activities shall be borne by the party
offering the support based on the provisions of the said party, or based on the agreement between
the governments of the United States and Japan.

2.3.5. This MOU does not in any way obligate either party to provide assistance to the
other party. Failure of a party to abide by the terms of this MOU does not create any legal rights
or remedies for the other party.

3. PERSONNEL: Each Party is responsible for all costs of its personnel, including pay and
benefits, and travel. Each Party is responsible for supervision and management of its personnel.

4. GENERAL PROVISIONS:



4.1. POINTS OF CONTACT: See Attachment 1.
4.2. CORRESPONDENCE: See Attachment 1.

4.3. FUNDS AND MANPOWER: This MOU does not document nor provide for the
exchange of funds or manpower between the Parties nor does it make any commitment of funds
Or resources. .

4.4. MODIFICATION OF MOU: This MOU may only be modified by the written
agreement of the Parties, duly signed by their authorized representatives.

4.5. DISPUTES: Any disputes relating to this MOU will, subject to any applicable law,
Executive order, directive, or instruction, be resolved by consultation between the Parties.

4.6. TERMINATION OF UNDERSTANDING: This MOU may be terminated based on
agreement by the Parties, or based on a written notification submitted 60 days prior, by either
Party.

4.7. TRANSFERABILITY: This MOU is not transferable except with the written
consent of the Parties.

4.8. ENTIRE UNDERSTANDING: It is expressly understood and agreed that this
MOU embodies the entire understanding between the Parties regarding the MOU’s subject
matter. Should this agreement be translated into Japanese, the English language text will be
considered by the Parties as the governing text in the event of conflict between the Japanese and
English texts.

4.9. EFFECTIVE DATE: This MOU takes effect beginning the day after the last Party
signs.

4.10. EXPIRATION DATE: This MOU shall remain in effect until terminated.
